Ontario Ranking System (ORS) 2004-05
ORS is a system of tracking results from senior and master sanctioned tournaments and is based on players’ results compared to players’ opponents, irrespective of the round in which the players finish.  A pre-determined point system is used (see separate document).  All results from sanctioned events of the season 2003-04 have been included but, in some instances, tournament draw sheets were illegible and some matches were excluded.  The points will be updated regularly throughout the season.

The rating determines eligibility for players competing in tournaments with specific classification levels, e.g. Ontario Provincial B Championships – no A rated players are eligible.  The players’ ratings published here stand for Provincial Championships in the season 2004-05.  However, players’ current points, including tournaments played as the season progresses, are used to seed tournaments.

A committee oversees the maintenance and management of the rating system.  Rating is based on the Ontario Ranking System which is based on the results of all matches played at Ontario sanctioned tournaments.  The committee reserves the right to name other players to the lists based on open tournament results.
